Aspen leaves, prickly pear cactus 

Creosote leaves, mashed and mixed with mud

Dry ginger paste with curd

Rub fenugreek powder over wound

Ashes of the bark of Arjuna tree

Salt fish and drink undiluted wine

Scorpion venom with nanoparticles

Sows spread of brain cancer

Selket or Serget eases childbirth

Venom employed in tumor painting

Assures greater surgical accuracy

Scorpion venom blocks bone loss

In early life Milarepa invoked a giant black scorpion

to seek revenge upon relatives

Diluted venom of Cuba’s blue scorpion,

Escozul has analgesic, immuno-regulating, antioxidant, 

Anti-inflammatory properties in the treatment 

of malign tumors and in the terminal stage of 

AIDS and prostate cancer

“Finger-scorpion gesture” invoked an apparition

which terrified King Langdarma who avowed:

“I will not in any way harm the white-robed followers”
